GENERAL RULES

Holland Soccer League has permission to use the gymnasium in which games are played and is at the mercy of the school administration and school board.  We do not control the buildings and grounds, and we are subject to closures due to emergencies that might arise at a school or other facility.  In the event of an emergency, weather related closing, or early dismissal for any reason, ALL events are canceled.  If we are notified of a facility issue early enough on the day of scheduled matches, we will post the closing (or delayed opening) on www.hollandsoccerleague.com. We will also send an email blast to the address provided at registration to notify players and parents of the cancellation and revised schedule.
Your participation in the League is subject to the conditions the League has to abide by and we request your cooperation and flexibility to get as much playing time as is possible in the event of facility closure or delayed opening.  Make-up games will be scheduled for the Thursday of that week if possible.

You are also subject to the following general rules.

1.) COACHES AND PARENTS SHOULD CHECK THE ON-LINE SCHEDULES WEEKLY ON WWW.HOLANDSOCCERLEAGUE.COM  

2.) ALL ATHLETES MUST WEAR SNEAKERS OR OFFICIAL FUTSAL SHOES ON GYM FLOORS.  NO OTHER FOOTWEAR WILL BE PERMITTED.  
3.) SHIN GUARDS MUST BE WORN BY ALL PLAYERS. 
4.) THERE IS NO SMOKING ON ANY SCHOOL PROPERTY.

5.) NO FOOD OR DRINK IS PERMITTED INSIDE ANY GYM BY SPECTATORS.  LIQUIDS ARE PERMITTED FOR ATHLETES, BUT TO BE CONSUMED IN THE DESIGNATED “BENCH AREA” ONLY.  BOTTLES LEFT OR THROWN ABOUT (EVEN IN THE BENCH AREAS) WILL BE DISCARDED BY EVENT STAFF FOR SAFETY REASONS BECAUSE WET FLOORS RESULT IN INJURIES.  
6.) FOR THE SAME SAFETY REASONS AS ABOVE, WE REQUEST THAT PARENTS AND SPECTATORS KEEP CLEAR OF THE GYM FLOOR PLAYING AREAS WITH WET BOOTS OR FOOTWEAR.  

7.) ATHLETES SHOULD NOT BRING THEIR BACKPACKS OR BAGS TO THE TEAM “BENCH AREA”.  THEY DO NOT NEED THEM AND ONLY RESULTS IN DELAYS BETWEEN GAMES. 
8.) ATHELETES SHOULD NOT BRING A BALL WITH THEM TO THE SESSIONS; HSL WILL SUPPLY SPECIAL FUTSAL BALLS FOR THE GAMES AND WARM-UPS.
9.) THERE IS NO BALL PLAYING OR JUGGLING PERMITTED IN ANY AREA OUTSIDE OF THE GYMS (e.g. HALLWAYS OR CORRIDORS).  
10) LOST AND FOUND.  PLEASE MARK ALL YOUR GEAR AND WE WILL TRY TO COLLECT ANY ARTICLE FOUND.  ALL ITEMS IN OUR POSSESSION WILL BE GIFTED TO CHARITY OR DISCARDED AFTER MARCH 15. 
11) PLEASE ENJOY THE GAMES. MATCHES AT HOLLAND SOCCER FUTSAL ARE DEVELOPMENTAL, OFF-SEASON COMPETITION AND OUR REFEREES ARE INSTRUCTED NOT TO TAKE ANY ABUSE FROM PARENTS OR COACHES.  ABUSIVE BEHAVIOR WILL RESULT IN TECHNICAL FOULS AGAINST YOUR TEAM, AND EJECTION FROM THE VENUE (NOT TO MENTION THE POOR EXAMPLE IT SETS FOR THE BOYS AND GIRLS).

GAME RULES

· Field boundaries are the black outer basketball court lines.

· Teams play 5 v 5.

· No goalkeeper, goals are 6’ PUGGs. A goal box will be marked that defensive players cannot stand in.
· No off-sides. 

· When the ball goes out of bounds over the sideline (touchline), it is put back into play with a throw-in. The throw-in cannot go directly into the goal. 

· When the ball goes out over the end line, it is put back into play either by kicking the ball back into the playing area (goal kick), or awarding a Corner Kick. A goal kick cannot pass over mid-field without hitting the ground or a player first.

· After a goal has been scored, it is put back into play by a kick off from the center spot. The kick-off is indirect and it does not have to go forward.  Opposing players must be outside the yellow circle until the ball is touched.
· There are field "supervisors" or "managers" instead of referees. The intent of this adult facilitator is to ensure a safe environment. The role of the field "supervisor" is that of a facilitator: ensuring that players put the ball back into play properly and call fouls. This allows the players to learn how to regulate the games (decisions on who caused the ball to go out of play). The field supervisors are dressed distinctively but not necessarily in the traditional black uniform. 

· Kickoffs that begin each period of play are taken from the approximate center of the field. 

· Players can score from anywhere on the field. 

· All fouls are penalized as in soccer game. The opponent must be five yards away from the ball at the time of the kick. All kicks are in-direct.

· Each game is 44 minutes in duration with a 2 minute half time, teams will switch sides for the second half. 

· Players with repeated fouls or who are argumentative with the field supervisor will be given a yellow card and sat for 2 minutes. Repeat offenders will be given a red card and asked to leave the field.  Any player who receives a red card will not be able to play in the next scheduled game.

· Foul language of any type will not be tolerated, players will be given one warning, and the second occurrence is a red card.
